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Professional CV

Alessandro Libertini is an author, director, and performer. In his theatrical works, all
scene elements are of equal importance. The reasons and qualities of the
presence—or absence—of text, music, lights, set design, actors’ movements, and
acting, or any other element of the scene, are all dictated by a directorial project
that originates each setup. In his "directorial theater,” Alessandro Libertini tends to
assume many roles: he may write scripts, create sets, objects, puppets, lighting,
costumes, and may act, or he may entrust parts of the realization of his project to
individual collaborators, whose outputs he then integrates and develops.

In 1979, he founded the theatrical company Piccoli Principi. Initially, his activity
focused on puppet theater. In 1982, he won the 1st International Prize at the 1st
National One-Man Show Competition at the Cervia Festival "Arrivano dal Mare"
with the show “Pulcinella ed Euridice”. From there, he began an artistic career that
fook him to many theaters and festivals in Italy and abroad.

In 1983, his artistic research has been exploring the relationship between visual arts
and childhood. In 1984, he won the "Premio Stregagatto,” a critics’ award promoted
by the Italian Theatrical Agency, with a show about the painting of Piet Mondrian
titled “Cosi mi piace”.

The show's success led to numerous tours in different countries; among these was
Canada, where he met Véronique Nah, who, from 1986, became a permanent
member of the Piccoli Principi company. Since then, there has not been a show by
Alessandro Libertini that has not in some way seen her participation. Véronique
Nah's creative contributions have so marked the artistic production of the Piccoli
Principi company that it is now impossible to discuss the work of one without the
other: the two artistic temperaments in the joint creative direction of Piccoli Principi.

Education

Earns a Diploma of Applied Arts with a score of 60/60 in the sculpture section
under the guidance of sculptor Bruno Innocenti at the Art Institute of Florence.

He studies under Umberto Eco
and attends Animation Theater courses taught by Maria Signorelli, who continues
to mentor him after graduation.

The Teatro alla Scala in Milan commissions him to create the show Kinderszenen,
based on Robert Schumann’s work of the same name.

Following ifs success at numerous international festivals, Dodici, a show written
with Véronique Nah, is restaged with Flemish actors at the initiative of Jeux
Interdifs in Antwerp.

For the Belgian company Blauw Vier (today Laika), he stages with Véronique Nah
Pinokkio - een vertelling, a rewrite for Flemish actors of the show Una cosa per
un’altra.

With Mariano Dolci, he writes the show Celeste for the Astrophysical Observatory of
Florence, directed by Franco Pacini. Under his direction, the show debuts as part of
the Regional Project Planet Galileo in the Amici Pavilion of the Observatory.

The director of the General Academic State Puppet Theatre named after Sergey
Obraztsov in Moscow—on the occasion of the presentation of the Piccoli Principi
Company’s show Obraztsov, Theme and Variations af its prestigious festival—asks
him to construct a puppet to be permanently displayed among the works of the
museum attached o the theater, one of the richest collections of puppets in the
world.

He writes and produces the show Zappe, chiodi, cavatappi e altri strumenti
scientifici fogether with the researcher and science communicator Lara Albanese.

The festival Cuisines en Friche directors enfrust him with co-realizing the show
Umami, presented within the framework of Marseille, the European Capital of
Culture. The show, written and directed by Véronique Nah and Peter De Bie, is
staged in collaboration with the Belgian company Laika.

The Fondazione Teatro della Toscana commissions him o write, direct, and design
costumes and sets for the show Happy Birthday, Mr. Marley. The show—written and
directed by Véronique Nah—is performed at the Teatro della Pergola in Florence
and the Teatro Era in Pontedera.

The Accademia della Crusca entrusts him with realizing several initiatives within the
Festival Dante2021 in Ravenna in various editions.

The Indian production and dissemination structure ThinkArts invites him with the
show CutOuts, which is presented at the Jawahar Kala Kendra Art Center in Jaipur
